News from AudioDev
AudioDev has added to its product line-up with the
BD and HD DVD Stamper testers in the CATS family
as well as the BD Go! for the recordable market.

The Go! BD S11 is a production tester for record-
able BD discs, based on a specially selected 
consumer drive but using the CATS measurement
technology. Its prime feature is ‘SpeedScan’, 
a measurement method that can measure a 

complete BD-R 50 GB in only 30 minutes. It makes
several thousands partial tests with push-pull
measurement in-between. The method has a high
correlation to normal 1x measurement and is 
a convenient method to get a fast and reliable
overview of finished produced discs.

Go! can also write discs either with the measure-
ment drive or by connecting an external consumer
drive through USB. The operator can then set the
exact writing power or use normal OPC. 

The CATS Stamper Tester is available for both
BD and HD DVD. In order to compensate for the
lack of polycarbonate two different methods are
used: a compensation window for HD DVD or 
a 0.1mm glass foil for BD. The stampers are
attached to an adapter that has a magnetic 
layer to ensure the stamper stays flat during 
measurements. The tester can’t do both replica
verification and stamper verification. By using
the 0.1 mm glass foil correct optical 
characteristics can be achieved with a read-out
situation very similar to that of a replica.

DaTARIUS is also featuring its own line-up of
high-definition products: the Quality Solution
Suite for blue formats, from stamper to finished
discs. The suite includes the DaTABANK and its
driveCube for Stamper and Disc (DVD, BD and
HD DVD); the CoverTest; ECC and Balance
Analyzer; digital print and ident code inspection
for the high definition look and feel of discs, and
the company’s regularly produced Signal Guides,
recently released in BD and HD DVD versions.

The CoverTest technology consists of a special
film (CoverTest film) utilizing a UV Cure adhesive
which adapts to the pit and land structure of the
stamper. This is used with a bonding unit which
applies the film onto the stamper in a vacuum.
The CoverTest film also protects the stamper
during handling, storage and testing. The result
is that stampers now give data directly relating
to a finished disc allowing the fastest way to
optimize stamper performance. The film can be
easily removed and does not leave any residue
on the stamper. 

Ident Code and Print Inspection systems use
specially developed cameras to cope with the
increasing emphasis on removing the risk of pro-
duct mixing, along with a need for better print
and packaging quality.
